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PERSONAL WATERCRAFT AND OTHER
RESTRICTIONS - SWANSEA AREA
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Irregular Driving of PWCs is not
permitted (except when towing
a skier or aquaplaner) within 200

metres of the shoreline where
one or more dwellings are located
within 200 metres of shoreline and
visible from those waters, and not
permitted elsewhere as sign posted.
PWCs may still proceed through
in a straight line provided they
comply with all other navigation
restrictions.
Examples of Irregular Driving:
* driving in a circle
* weaving or diverting
* surfing down, or jumping over

or across any swell, wave or wash.
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CONDUCT FOR PWC DRIVERS

* Ensure you have a PWC Licence
(Penalty exceeds $800) and always carry it

* Always wear an appropriate lifejacket

* Irregular Driving rules may apply in certain
areas

* Comply with the 60m / 30m distance off rules

* Keep to a safe speed for the conditions

*When travelling in a bunch, maintain a safe
distance off other PWCs

* Do not sit on the backs of waves

* Keep a proper lookout around you

* Consider other PWC drivers - do not hog waves

* Be patient (it's not the last wave)

*When riding or jumping waves, keep to starboard
(right) if possible

* Driving of PWCs is prohibited between sunset
and sunrise
