Motorists travelling through Ryde experience delays at the Devlin Street, Blaxland Road and Parkes Street
intersection, especially during peak periods. To improve this we are upgrading the intersection by adding
an additional northbound lane from Victoria Road to Blaxland Road.

This will improve travel times for motorists using the intersection particularly during peak periods, reduce
gueue lengths and traffic delays due to a better flow of traffic through the intersection and improve safety at
the intersection.

To prepare for this work, we need to carry out investigation work on Devlin Street, Ryde. This work will
include creating holes in the road surface and verge for soil testing. The holes will be filled in once we have
completed our work.

What is a Pinch Point?

A pinch point is a traffic congestion point, either at an intersection or on a short length of road, where a
traffic bottleneck exists. They cause traffic build-up and travel delays at these spots and on the wider road

network.

More than $825 million has been committed to the pinch point program. Each project will ease congestion,
reduce traffic delays and improve travel times on Sydney’s major roads.
