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The NSW Government is funding this project
through the Housing Acceleration Fund to improve
traffic flow, reduce congestion and support
population growth in Epping Town Centre.

Roads and Maritime Services is delivering this

project, which involves widening Epping Road

westbound between Essex Street and Blaxland
Road, and improving the intersection at Epping
Road and Essex Street.

Night work

Roads and Maritime invited feedback in June 2017
on a proposal to work up to 140 night shifts over
15 months. We received feedback from two
people who opposed the night work. Night work
was then delayed due to complex issues with
utility designs.

We are now seeking feedback on our proposal to
complete the project by working five nights a
week and six days a week over four months.
Some 24 hour work may also be required.

This proposed road work schedule will enable us
to complete the project before the Epping to
Chatswood rail line is upgraded to Sydney Metro
standards in late 2018. While the rail line is being
upgraded, buses will replace trains for around
seven months, as part of the Temporary Transport
Plan.

We will write to you again before starting our new
road work schedule.
