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Transport for NSW began remediation 
work on Gasworks Bridge at Macarthur 
Street, Parramatta, on Monday 31 July 
2023.  

What work have we done so far?  
• established the site compound and laydown areas 
• installed signage and temporary road barriers 
• constructed a temporary pedestrian crossing and 

painted temporary line marking  
• installed scaffolding on the southern side of the 

bridge (as per August 2023 bridge photo) 
• sealed the bridge road surface. 

Parramatta Wharf temporary closure  
Between Monday 4 September and Friday 15 
September 2023, the F3 Parramatta River Ferry 
service will not run between Rydalmere 
Wharf and Parramatta Wharf. This is so that we can 
safely install the fully enclosed scaffolding system on 
the bridge under the waterway.  

Replacement bus service 
While the ferry service is closed, a replacement bus 
service, Route 60F3 will run between Parramatta 
Wharf, Phillip Street, and the Rydalmere Wharf bus 
stop. Signage will be in place to assist passengers. 

Please allow an additional five to ten minutes of travel 
time when planning your public transport trips. Visit 
https://transportnsw.info for further information on 
public transport changes. 

Gasworks Bridge closures 
The northbound lane of Macarthur Street over 
Gasworks Bridge will be closed from 8pm, Friday 25 
August and will reopen to traffic once the project is 
complete. 

 
Northbound traffic will need to detour via: 

• George Street, Alfred Street, River Road West, 
James Ruse Drive, Thomas Street/Victoria Road 
and then back onto Macarthur Street, or 

• Harris Street, Parkes Street/Hassall Street, James 
Ruse Drive, Thomas Street/Victoria Road and then 
back onto Macarthur Street. 

In addition to the above, we will temporarily close 
Gasworks Bridge to all traffic (including pedestrians 
and cyclists) for up to seven weekends between 
September and October 2023. Northbound traffic will 
detour as listed above.  

Southbound traffic will need to detour via:  

• Victoria Road, Wilde Avenue and back onto George 
Street.  

Future bridge shutdown dates, subject to change and 
weather permitting, are as follows: 

• Friday 15 September and Monday 18 September 
• Friday 22 September and Monday 25 September  
• Friday 29 September and Monday 2 October  
• Friday 6 October and Monday 9 October  
• Friday 13 October and Monday 16 October  
• Friday 20 October and Monday 23 October
