installed on southbound carriageway next to
Beverly Hills Public School.

When and where we’ll be working

From August to October 2023, our night work
hours will be between 8pm and 5am from
Sunday to Friday. We will work a maximum of
five nights per week. Our day work hours will
be from 7am to 6pm Monday to Friday, and
8am to 1pm on Saturdays, weather and site
conditions permitting.

No work will take place on Sundays during the
day, or on public holidays, without prior
notification.
