• geotechnical investigations to assess 
ground conditions 

• site investigations on existing utilities and 
assets. 
 

 Equipment and machinery to be used: 

• laser scanning and survey equipment 
• bore hole drill rig 
• vacuum truck 
• excavator 
• general hand tools 
• electrical testing equipment. 

 
When and where we’ll be working 
During the week commencing Monday 20 
January 2025, we will be working at and around 
Kootingal, Armidale, Tamworth and Uralla 
stations during standard construction hours of 
7am to 6pm Monday to Friday and 8am to 1pm 
on Saturdays. 

 
What will this mean for you? 

You may notice:  

• workers and vehicles 
• moderate noise from investigation 

activities. 
 

Managing our impacts 
We will take steps to reduce noise and impacts 
on the community and the environment. 
This includes and is not limited to: 

• using non-tonal reversing beepers 
• instructing workers to keep noise to a 

minimum, where possible.
