When and where we’ll be working

Work will take place within the rail corridor from
Arncliffe station to city-side of Tempe station. We
will also be working at our site compound
adjacent to the rail corridor between Arncliffe
and Tempe.

Standard construction hours on this project are
between 7am and 6pm Monday to Friday and
8am and 1pm on Saturdays.

Out of hours work

Due to safety requirements, some work is
required to take place outside of standard
construction hours. This work will take place
between

e 6pm Monday 9 June and 6am Thursday 12
June

e 6pm Wednesday 25 June and 6am
Wednesday 2 July.

Please note other agencies will be working in the
area.

You may notice:

e anincrease in workers and construction
vehicles

¢ increased noise from machinery and
equipment.
