Traffic changes

There will be temporary traffic changes to ensure
the work zone is safe, including temporary single
lane closures.

A reduced speed limit of 40 km/hr will be in place
during work hours for the safety of workers and
motorists.

Outside of work hours, both lanes will be open
and revert to the posted speed limit.

Please keep to the speed limits and follow the
direction of traffic controllers and signs.

traffic control in the area

lane closures and reduced speed limits
some noise from plant and equipment
workers on foot.
