Transport for NSW is upgrading Birrong Station to make it easier for everyone to access, including people with
a disability or limited mobility, parents/carers with prams, and customers with luggage.
Upcoming activities in October include:

¢ Ongoing survey and investigation work
¢ Installation of hoarding on the platform to allow work to be carried out safely
e Excavation of the platform to install new services and structures

Equipment to be used includes surveying equipment, vacuum truck, excavator and mini loader, concrete and
haulage trucks, elevated work platforms and hand tools.

Traffic control may be in place intermittently throughout this work as required.

Weekend work Saturday 24 and Sunday 25 October 2020

For the safety of our staff and customers, weekend work will take place from 6am Saturday 24 to 10pm
Sunday 25 October. The work is scheduled during a Sydney Trains trackwork period, when trains aren’t
running.

The work will include:
o Preparation of lift shaft base, including excavation and concreting work
e Installation of new in platform services, including excavation and back filling for low voltage and
communications services

e Excavation and concreting of the boarding assistant zone canopy footings.

Equipment will include and excavator, concrete saw, generator, trucks, lighting towers, elevated work platform,
and hand tools.

Traffic control and pedestrian detours may be in place. The commuter car park will be closed during this time.
This work will be noisy at times. Wherever possible measures to reduce noise will be implemented including

turning equipment off when not in use, positioning equipment as far away from residences as possible,
monitoring noise, using non-tonal reversing beepers and stopping work for respite periods.

Access to Birrong Station has changed
A temporary pedestrian footbridge has been installed off Hudson Parade and is how open.

To access the station, customers will use the temporary footbridge off Hudson Parade next to the
commuter car park while the new station entry from Avalon Street Bridge is constructed.

Signage is in place to direct pedestrians to the temporary station entry. For more information, please see the
map below.
