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Transport for NSW acknowledges the Darug and Eora Nations as the Traditional Custodians of
the lands on which we work and pay respects to Elders past and present.

The AC Feeder Upgrade Project is part of the
Power Supply Upgrade which is designed to meet
expected power requirements for Sydney's
future rail network and the new fleet of
airconditioned trains. The final phase of the
project is to relocate/transfer the Ausgrid low
voltage (LV) electrical assets onto the new poles
and to remove the redundant poles.

What work are we doing?

Through January and February 2024 work will
include:

e delivering plant and materials to and from
temporary work sites

¢ trimming trees and vegetation

¢ installing new LV overhead wiring and
modifying/relocating existing wiring

¢ installing new street lights
e reconnecting services at private properties
¢ installing standalone Ausgrid poles

e removing redundant poles

restoring locations when our work is finished.

When and where we’ll be working

Normal working hours are 7am to 6pm, Monday
to Friday and 8am to 1pm, Saturday. Work may
occur anywhere on the feeder route between
Bankstown and Revesby. Out of hours work will
need to be conducted depending on the
availability of Ausgrid power isolations.

Out of hours work is scheduled from 6pm to 6am
the following morning at the following locations:

¢ Northam Avenue, Bankstown between High
and Arthur streets on Tuesday 30 January

¢ Between Eldridge Road, Condell Park near
Gallipoli Street and Mons Street, Condell Park
near Eldridge Road on Tuesday 6 February

e Brandon Avenue, Bankstown between
Northam Avenue and Dale Parade on Monday
12 February

¢ Eldridge Road, Bankstown between Gallipoli
Street and Northam Avenue on Tuesday 13
February

e Between Northam Avenue, Bankstown near
Arthur Street and Eldridge Road, Bankstown
near Antwerp Street on Tuesday 20 February

¢ Northam Avenue, Bankstown between High
and Irvine streets on Tuesday 27 February
